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As We Gather
One  guideline  consistently  commended  to  hikers  is  the  importance  of
bringing  along  sufficient  water  for  the  journey.  It  is  important  to  be
refreshed and revitalized along the way, wherever our paths may take us. As
we gather  for  worship,  our  gracious God refreshes  us  here  in  this  place
where, as American hymnist Christopher Wordsworth beautifully phrased it,
“Gospel-light  is  glowing With  pure  and radiant  beams And living  water
flowing With soul-refreshing streams” (TLH 9:4). As we join in worship,
our cups run over with that living water. Once again, we are renewed and
satisfied and made ready to journey further in the name of the Lord.

17 The
woman answered and said, “I have no husband.” Jesus said to her,  “You
have well said, ‘I have no husband,’ 18 for you have had five husbands, and
the one whom you now have is not your husband; in that you spoke truly.”
19 The woman said to Him, “Sir, I perceive that You are a prophet.  20 Our
fathers worshiped on this mountain, and you Jews say that in Jerusalem is
the  place  where  one  ought  to  worship.”  21 Jesus  said  to  her,  “Woman,
believe Me, the hour is coming when you will neither on this mountain, nor
in Jerusalem, worship the Father. 22 You worship what you do not know; we
know what  we  worship,  for  salvation is  of  the  Jews.  23 But  the  hour  is
coming, and now is, when the true worshipers will worship the Father in
spirit and truth; for the Father is seeking such to worship Him.  24 God is
Spirit, and those who worship Him must worship in spirit and truth.” 25 The
woman said to Him, “I know that Messiah is coming” (who is called Christ).
“When He comes, He will tell us all things.”  26 Jesus said to her, “I who
speak to you am He.”

March 13-18

Monday: Luke 9:51-56 -- Jesus face was set to go to Jerusalem, but not to
destroy mankind, by nature sinful and unclean, but to save them at the cost of
His very life. The human response to animosity is greater animosity, which
Jesus turned and rebuked. 

Tuesday: 1 Peter 1:13-16 -- Peter, whose response in Gethsemane had been
to draw his sword, now points rather to the grace of God in Christ. This will
move  God’s  obedient  children  not  to  follow the  passions  of  their  former
ignorance, but to conduct themselves as children of the heavenly Father. 

Wednesday: Luke 22:63-65 -- The passions of ignorance included mocking
God’s  Servant  Jesus.  His  captors  challenged  His  prophetic  office,  by
suggesting that if He were a prophet He should prove it by responding to their
“test.” We, too, are tempted at times to put God to our tests. “If God really
cared, He would...” 

Thursday: Luke 22:66-71 -- After  practice trials  during the night,  it  was
necessary to convene in the daytime to make Jesus’ condemnation legal. This
is accomplished by getting Him to testify that He is the Christ, the Son of
God. For them this justified killing the Lord of Glory. For us this is the light of
Salvation shining through the clouds of death. 

Friday: Jeremiah 26:1-15 -- The prophet Jeremiah was sent to call people
back from their evil ways to the true God. He was given the words to speak
which  prophesied  the  end of  those  who reject  God’s  word.  The  people’s
passionate response was to encircle God’s messenger, haul him to court, and
threaten him with death. 

Saturday: 2 Peter 1:19-21 -- Peter speaks of the power and coming of our
Lord Jesus Christ, and reminds us that God’s prophets (like Jeremiah) spoke
what they were moved to speak by the Holy Spirit. Their words bring light in
the darkness, and Christ’s fulfillment brings the dawn of a new day in our
hearts. 
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
